Cheerleader Booster Club

Constitution

Article I – Name

The name of the organization shall be Merritt Brown Middle School Cheerleader Booster Club.  The business address will be:  Merritt Brown Middle School Cheerleader Booster Club, 5044 Merritt Brown Way, Panama City, Florida 32404.

Article II – Purpose

The purpose of this organization shall be to provide financial assistance to the Merritt Brown cheerleaders, to support the cheerleaders as a proud tradition of the school and community, and to assist the cheer coach in any way deemed prudent.  This support will be accomplished by conducting fund raising activities and soliciting donations to provide financial aid as needed and approved by the Cheerleader Boosters and permitted by rules and regulations of the State and Local Boards of Education and accreditation and by keeping parents and the community at large aware of the functions and activities of the cheerleaders.

Article III – Membership

The parents and legal guardians of all students selected as cheerleaders at Merritt Brown Middle School are automatically members of this organization.  Membership will be extended to any other interested person upon signing the membership roll.  All members shall have voting privileges and the right to hold elective office.

Article IV – Officers

The officers of the Merritt Brown Middle School Cheerleader Booster Club shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer, who shall hold office for a period of one year.

Article V – Executive Board

The Executive Board shall consist of the officers of Merritt Brown Middle School Cheerleader Boosters.  The Cheer Coach shall serve as an ex-officio member.  The function of the Executive Board shall be to determine policy of this organization and to approve expenditures not exceeding $100.00.

Article VI – Amendments

This constitution and its by-laws may be amended at any regular meeting by a two-thirds vote of those present at the meeting.

By – Laws

Article I – Meetings

Section 1:  Scheduled meetings of the Cheerleader Booster shall be determined at each monthly meeting for the following month.  The Meetings shall begin promptly at 5:30 in 4-111 at Merritt Brown Middle School unless otherwise designated.  Notification of such meetings shall be made to each member prior to the meeting date.

Section 2:  Special meetings may be called by the President, as deemed necessary, to conduct business of the Cheerleader Boosters.

Section 3:  Executive Board meetings may be called by the President, as deemed necessary, to conduct or discuss transactions concerning the Cheerleaders.  These meetings must be attended by at least three-fourths of the members of the Executive Board to obtain a quorum.  The Executive Board is empowered to act for the membership-at-large in any matter where it is deemed not feasible to call a general meeting of the Cheerleader Boosters or where timely action must be taken.

Article II – Officers

Section 1:  Officers shall hold office for a period of one year and shall be able to succeed themselves by election of the members of the Cheerleader Boosters.

Section 2:  The duties of the officers shall be as follows:

A. President – The President shall preside at all meetings, appoint committees, call regular and special meetings of the Cheerleader Boosters, and be the executive head of the organization with full power to enforce the constitution and by-laws. 

B. Vice President – The Vice President shall assume the duties of the President in his/her absence and, when so acting, shall act with all of the powers of and be subject to all the restrictions of the President.  He/She shall assist the President when requested.

C. Secretary – The Secretary shall attend to all correspondence, send out all notices, keep an accurate record in permanent form of all business transacted at meetings, and keep an accurate record of all members of the organization.

D. Treasurer – The Treasurer shall have charge of the funds of the Cheerleader Boosters.  He shall keep records of any receipts and disbursements and shall collect all dues and any other funds accruing to the organization and shall deposit same in an approved depository under the name of this organization.  Financial statements shall be presented to the Boosters for examination and approval as deemed necessary.  The Treasurer, and one other officer must sign all checks.  Checks will be issued to pay only those bills for which an itemized invoice is attached.

E. Cheer Coach – The Cheer Coach shall serve as a liaison between the Superintendent, Principal and the Executive Board.  He/She shall also be an ex-officio member of all committees.

Article III – Dues and Donations

Section 1:  Dues may be assessed on an annual basis with the amount to be determined each year by the active membership.  Any dues assessed should be paid by the regular October Meeting.

Section 2:  Items of a non-consumable nature purchased by the Cheerleader Boosters shall be donated to Merritt Brown Middle School and used solely by and for cheerleader activities.

Article IV – Records

A file will be established, maintained, and kept by the officers and/or the coach of past records to include minutes, correspondence, financial statements, committee actions and reports, a copy of the constitution and by-laws, and any other documents as deemed necessary.

Article V – Activities

Each member will be assigned activities at which to work.  The member will be responsible for working at the assigned time and place, or the member must provide a substitute that is at least 18 years of age.  Every member must participate in the club’s fund raising efforts and other activities. If a member chooses not to work to support the efforts of the booster club, then said member must pay $100.00 per semester.
